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Surviving Winter Appeal 

Guidelines for individuals applying to the fund

Background Information: The Surviving Winter Appeal is a UK wide coordinated campaign to encourage those who can afford it, to donate their Winter Fuel payment to support older and vulnerable people affected by fuel poverty this winter. 

Which areas are covered? All boroughs of Merseyside including Halton

Who can apply: Individuals in Merseyside who are suffering severe economic disadvantage and poverty. 
What is the focus of the fund? Projects and initiatives that support vulnerable people through the winter months.  

Individuals (over the age of 18) affected by fuel poverty or economic disadvantage may be eligible for a direct grant.  Individuals can get help with additional heating equipment, transport costs (ie to doctors), replacement and repair of equipment, blankets, additional clothing, energy efficient items, insulation equipment etc.  The usual grant for individuals is £125; however in exceptional circumstances an award of £250 may be made.  

How to apply:

Individuals will need to contact a local voluntary and community sector organization in their area (such as Citizens Advice Bureau, Age Concern) and undergo an assessment with them to establish their eligibility and need. Eligible individuals will be in receipt of either pension credit, income related employment and support allowance, income support or jobseeker’s allowance or live on a low income and will struggle to maintain a reasonable standard of living during the winter months. The fund will close 31st March 2012, any balance remaining from the fund raising will be used to support the Foundation’s broader work around supporting disadvantaged people in Merseyside.  
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
